plans, and (b.) financial support 
5. Know your school and the programs it offers and make sure to be well-informed 
6. Prove your intent to return home: F-1 visa is for academics, not life after your program ends 
7. Keep your answers precise and concise: Practice your responses prior to the interview 
8. Stay positive: do not overstress as it will make you appear questionable and flustered
